AMENDED ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION
FOR
MYRTLE TRACE CONDOMINIUM ASSOCIATION, INC.

These are the Amended Articles of Incorporation for the Myrtle Trace
Condominium Association, Inc. originally filed with the Florida Department of
State the 21% day of March, 1983, under Charter Number 767558. Matters of
only historical interest have been omitted.

ARTICLE |
NAME OF CORPORATION

The name of this corporation shall be MYRTLE TRACE CONDOMINIUM
ASSOCIATION, INC., hereinafter referred to as the Association.

ARTICLE Il
GENERAL NATURE OF BUSINESS

The general nature of the business to be conducted by the Association shall be
the operation and management of the affairs and property of the condominium
known as MYRTLE TRACE AT THE PLANTATION located on Wexford
Boulevard, Sarasota County, Florida, and to perform all acts provided in the
respective Declarations of Condominium for said condominium and the Florida
Condominium Act, Chapter 718, Florida Statues, as the same may be amended
or renumbered from time to time.

ARTICLE Ill
POWERS

The Association shall have all of the condominium law and statutory powers of a
corporation not for profit and all of the powers and duties set forth in the Florida
Condominium Act and the Declaration of Condominium of Myrtle Trace at The
Plantation, a condominium, as the same may be amended or renumbered from
time to time. The Association may enter into lease agreements and may acquire
and enter into agreements acquiring leasehold, membership, and other
possessory or use interests for terms up to and including 99 years (whether or
not such interests relate to property contiguous to the lands of a condominium
operated by the Association) intended to provide for the enjoyment, recreation, or
other use or benefit of the Association members, including but not limited to the
lease of recreation areas and facilities.

ARTICLE IV
MEMBERS

All persons owning a vested present interest in the fee title to a condominium unit
in Myrtle Trace at The Plantation, a condominium, or in any other condominium
operated by the Association, which interest is evidenced by duly recorded proper
instrument in the Public Records of Sarasota County, Florida, shall be members.
Membership shall terminate automatically and immediately as a member's vested
interest in the fee title terminates, except that upon the termination of a
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
